MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THE 28 OCTOBER AT 14:00 – UNIVERSITY OF NAMIBIA LEISURE CENTRE
1) Welcome & Opening 
The Chairperson of the Alumni Executive Committee welcomed the participants and conveyed her gratitude and appreciation for their attendance.  She emphasized the importance of participation to assist the Alumni Association move forward with activities. She also added that there are a lot of activities that alumni’s can take part in like, mentoring programmes and public lectures to educate and share their success. Ms Ndopu also reiterated the importance of creating institutional support and building on the integrity of the University. 
2) Adoption of agenda
The agenda was adopted with and addition to have all attendees introduce themselves. Ms Ndopu noted that full participation is needed by everyone.
3) Update on activities 
Mr Alois Fledersbacher presented activities done by the Alumni Association. The key highlights from his presentation were:
3.1) Appointment of Alumni Coordinator;

3.2) Alumni Executive Committee meeting with UNAM Chancellor, the Founding President Honorable Dr Sam Nuuyoma;

Q) A question was raised from the audience if a budget allocation was made available for alumni by the University?
A) No funds have been allocation for alumni activities, but a budget submission has been done for 2006 under the Communications and Marketing department.
4) Alumni Constitution & Membership Fees
Ms Annelie Van Der Hoeven presented the Alumni constitution. She highlighted some key issues as each participant had a copy of the constitution. The following discussions followed with regards to the constitution:

4.1) any changes or comments can be added next year;

4.2) page 7 clause 8.5 states that the chorum of 50 members is needed for decisions to be binding; only 34 members were present at the AGM;

4.3) the constitution also makes provision for the meeting to commence within 15 minutes even if a chorum of 50 has not been formed;

4.4) a proposal to reduce the chorum to 30 was made;

4.5) legal advice is needed to verify the issue of the chorum of 50;

It was decided that the constitution will be adopted as a working document in order of the Association to take off with activities. However amendments will be welcomed and can be incorporated before the next AGM. Suggestions for amendments should be put in writing to the Alumni Coordinator as stipulated in the constitution prior to the AGM.   It was also agreed that the amount of N$100 will remain as annual membership fees payable before the 31 March each year. The financial year-end of the Association was noted as being 31 December. The association will be required to present a financial report at each AGM.
5) Election of 2 members for Executive Committee
The executive committee needed to elect two more additional members to replace Mr Nespek Salom and Mr Deon Obbes. The members nominated to co-opt members rather then electing. Mr M Shaetonhodi and Ms Kanguuvii are the new members to the Alumni Executive committee.  
6) Plan of action for 2006
Ms Ina Asino presented proposed activities for next year and linked them up with the objectives of the association. The following were added from the members:
6.1) Guest lecturers

6.2) Explore possible scholarships for post graduate studies

6.3) Phd/ Masters Thesis papers presentation
